I. Welcome and Introductions

The meeting was called to order at 2:10 pm by Dr. Malinda Orlin and introductions were made.
II.
Approval of Minutes:


The minutes of October 12, 2006, were approved.

III. Dean’s Reports:
Dr. Bass reported that UMBC will be increasing the cost of its paper applications to $70 for graduate students and the electronic application will stay at $50.  UMBC will be implementing electronic dissertations using the College Park template.  This change will take place in January, 2007.  UMBC celebrated its 40th anniversary at a special event on October 20th.  On November 9th, there was a PhD candidacy reception with 97 candidates and their mentors.  There have been changes in the OSPR Sponsored Program staffing.  Jocelyn Bauer has accepted the position as Interim Director and currently will be hiring three more people for that office.  Dr. Bass accepted membership on the Board and attended the first meeting of Graduate Record Examination Board in Philadelphia, PA.  Dr. Bass also accepted a position on the Executive Committee of the National Association of State Universities and Land-Grant Colleges and will attend its annual meeting in Washington, DC.  This is a group of research administrators and graduate school deans.  Dr. Bass will be leaving his position as a Council of Graduate Schools (CGS) board member at the end of his term this December.

V. Committee Reports
Long Range Planning and New Programs

· Master of Arts in the Management of Aging Services.  A summary of the proposed Masters of Arts in Management of Aging Services at the UMBC’s Erickson School was presented to the Council by the New Program Committee which recommended its approval.  Graduates of this proposed program will meet a growing workforce need for individuals with professional education to serve in managerial positions in public, private and non-profit advocacy organizations that provide services to the aging.  The goal of the program is to prepare graduates entering careers in aging services to be equipped to think innovatively and address problems in this critical area.  The summary included discussion on curriculum design, learning outcomes, program requirements, etc.  Drs. Kevin Eckert and Leslie Morgan from The Erickson School were present to discuss the proposal.

· Post Baccalaureate Certificate in Instructional Design for e-Learning.  
The Department of Education and the Division of Continuing and Professional Studies propose to offer a Post-Baccalaureate Certificate in Instruction Design for e-Learning in partnership with UMUC.  This program is made up of two courses currently offered by UMUC and two courses currently provided by UMBC.  All courses will be given online and will address the growing demand for trained instructional designers to develop online courses, but may need additional training in order to design these courses effectively.  This collaboration has the potential to be very beneficial since it will expose the program to the much larger online international audience than currently attends UMBC.  
The following issues were discussed at length.
· Courses offered by UMUC would need to be reviewed by the Graduate Council

· All UMUC faculty involved in the program should have comparable qualifications as UMBC faculty.
· Internet security issues common to all on-line programs remain with this program.
Greg Williams was present to discuss the program.  It was recommended that this program be reviewed again by the Council at the January meeting.
