The minutes of the November 21, 2006 meeting, were approved.

Deans’ Reports:

Dr. Bass introduced Jill Barr as Betty Douglass’ replacement as Director of Graduate Enrollment and Management. Jill was fortunate to transition in while Betty was still here. Jill gave a brief synopsis of her background and introductions were made.
The annual grant development workshop for faculty was held earlier in the month. Historically, Vice Presidents, Vice Provosts for Research and Deans of Graduate Schools across the system were brought together by the Vice Chancellor for Academic Affairs. There is substantial discourse missing at the highest levels of the system about research and graduate education concerns. This discussion had not been brought up. The main concern was with the states competitiveness in putting together attractive packages to assist with start up of new faculty and available funding for research investments.
Dr. Bass attended the CGS annual meeting. The speakers were very good. One of the sessions was focused on expanding family friendly policies for graduate students.

Long Range Planning and New Programs

M.S. of Professional Studies in GIS:

Dr. Capra gave an overview of the program. Dr. Keith Harris, faculty in Geography and Environmental Systems addressed questions. The main concern from the committee was man power, and the majority of courses being taught by adjunct faculty. Dr. Harris felt that there is an excellent pool of expertise in the area capable of staffing the courses. It was suggested that they hire permanent adjunct faculty.
Dr. Bass recommended that the vote be postponed until the January 17th meeting. There should be a memo addressing continuity, oversight by core faculty, design of courses and stability of adjunct faculty. The memo should also include some clarification of the evaluation of the capstone project.
