Academic Analytics, a private company associated with Stony Brook, has developed a web crawler that allows you to do comparative data analysis of per faculty productivity for a doctoral program. UMBC is going to acquire the program which will be private information for the university’s use to compare programs at peer institutions. The NRC data should be available a year from now.
UMBC applied to join 21 other universities in the CGS Ph.D. Completion Project. The preliminary finding show that overall after seven years, 50% complete and after ten years 57% complete the Ph.D. Some universities reported that the students hang on for many years and never complete the dissertation. At UMBC, our attrition happens in the first two years. We are actively working with program directors and chairs on a variety of interventions to provide more support for graduate students.
